l. Welcome

At 6:18 pm the meeting began and all attendees were welcomed. Interpretation was
provided by interpreters in both Spanish and Mandarin.

Il. Approval of February Minutes

The minutes for the month of February and the audience read and reviewed the minutes
from the February meeting for its approval. A motion was made by Mrs. Ramona and was
seconded Mrs. Guadalupe Aguilera. The minutes were approved.

lll. ELAC Reports- DELAC Representatives

BPHS: The reports of the ELAC meetings at the different campuses were given, starting
with Ms. Brenda Torres from Buena Park HS reporting that her meeting was on April 18; and
that on May 18 there will be a celebration to recognize the reclassified students, the coffee
meetings with the Director will return, and that the Coyote Web group works to support
ELAC students.

LS/LV HS: Ms. Ana Lilia Castro from La Sierra/La Vista HS said that Mr. Medina, liaison of
her school explained to them the purpose of the ELAC meetings and that there were 195
students reclassified this year, on April 11 the parents graduated who took the PIQUE class;
Ms. Tersy from Sonora HS said that their meeting was on April 18 and it was reported that
182 students were reclassified but the total has not been completed due to their absence.
She commented that ELAC parents could be motivated to present to the meetings giving
them a pass for their children's homework or going to the bathroom, having a mental health
presentation, and they continue to provide tutoring before and after school.
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TRHS: Grace from Troy HS commented that her meeting was on February 27 and the other
on April 3, and they talked about community relations and gave an update on the ELPAC
and how and when to access the grades, reviewed the criteria of reclassification and a
reflection was made of what happened this school year.

LHHS: Mr. Jose Rodriguez from La Habra HS, said that there was a review of the ELAC and
DELAC meetings, they studied how to promote information to parents, information was
given about drugs and how it is combated at school,

SHHS: Veronica Diaz from Sunny Hills HS commented that they had two meetings, one on
February 23 where they talked about the ELPAC survey and said that 152 students took the
exam, there was a presentation from Calfresh and they talked about the WAS organization;
In the second meeting on April 6, information was given about FAFSA, and about a new
information support group called "Parents United" where workshops are given on drugs,
FAFSA, Advance, and the last one will be on May 8 on health mental. and the last ELAC
meeting will be on May 25.

FUHS: Maria Hernandez from Fullerton HS, her meeting was on March 16 and the 11th-grade
students are going to have ELPAC exams, Mr. David Saldana spoke to them about the help
that the district provides on mental health and also talked about the bilingual seal; May 18
will be the last meeting and a celebration will be held for the reclassified youth and their
good attendance of English learners.

IV. LCAP Survey Report

Mr. Zamora gave the LCAP survey report and said that we need to increase our survey
participation as FJUHSD has 1,500 English learners and only 120 parents answered the
LCAP, 3 EL Family Liaisons were presented at the meeting.

V. Non-agendaitems (2 minutes)
Members then have 2 minutes to share items not on the agenda for discussion.

One parent commented that she would like to know the statistics for English learners
53.27%, and how many of them are long-term.

Another parent commented that they should be given more information about their
reclassification process and the criteria for reclassifying students so it can be analyzed.

A parent shared that her son passed the ELPAC test in 8th grade by 9th grade. and they told
him that he only needed a letter from the teacher to be reclassified, so they asked that
more precise information be given to the parents in time so as not to jeopardize the
reclassification date.

The parent shared that bullying needs to be further addressed within the schools as these
seem to be a concern at her child's school.
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A parent suggested that there should be volunteers just like in Head Start and Elementary
schools, since parents consider that their presence in HS is no longer necessary.

A parent shared that at her ELAC meeting at her school, the liaison asked to do a focus
group and the parents left and she wondered what could be done to get the parents to
participate.

DELAC secretary, Ramona, suggested that next school year there be an update to the
ELAC page in schools, valuing and taking into account the ELAC as part of the school as
School Site Consul and PTA, parents were in agreeance with this information.

Maria Hernandez from Fullerton HS commented on adding the ELAC to the school
newspaper, and having information tables on registration day and training ELAC
representatives.

Ana Lilia presented a book of photos she took during the school year and asked for material
to complement it.

The meeting adjourned at approximately 7:00 p.m. and ended with certificates of
appreciation and custom DELAC tumblers given to the officers and members of DELAC.
