Following this, Mr. Steve Zamora presented on the topic of the Seal of Biliteracy, addressing
inquiries and providing handouts detailing new requirements.

The remainder of the meeting focused on the LCAP data review.Mr. Steve presented data, and
groups were formed for each school. Areas of strength, areas of growth, pending questions, and
what is missing were analyzed. Responses were collected and submitted, and questions from
parents were received.

IV. Public comments/Items not on the Agenda:
Verdnica Moran thanked the committee.
Terpsicore Hernandez asked if students are reclassified in sixth grade, they must demonstrate

mastery of English. She will ask her school counselor if there are AP classes for 4 years of
Spanish.

Norma Guillermo explained that her daughter was placed in Spanish 2 class, which was Latin
American Spanish and she had difficulties, as they study Spanish from Spain and it is difficult due
to the different cultures. She asks to monitor the teachers, as they demand that the teachers
speak the language.

Sara Alonzo mentioned that her sonisin tenth grade, has taken two Spanish classes, and is
considering taking the AP exam to demonstrate his language proficiency.

Mrs. Ramona Lopez thanked for the information and encouraged sharing these details in ELAC
meetings. She suggested contacting counselors and principals to obtain more information about
the criteria and starting to raise awareness from elementary school to better prepare young
people for high school.

The assessment of District-level needs of ELAC parents was discussed. It was mentioned that
only 109 parents out of 2000 to 3000 in the District participated in the last survey, which was

offered in the three most common languages. It was suggested that each school identify its own
needs, and the presence of an ELAC representative on the SSC was recommended.

Ramona Lopez requested training for both staff and parents on the functions and purpose of
ELAC/DELAC, providing tools to reclassify their children. She mentioned examples such as
understanding Aeries, navigating the ELPAC website, and understanding the biliteracy seal,
among other topics.
