the nation.  Tania Williams, Assistant Director, Center for Cybersecurity Research and 

Education (CCRE), and the University of Alabama in Hustsville, Melissa Dark of Dark 

Enterprises, a cybersecurity firm, and Jenny Daugherty, also of Dark Enterprises visited our 

school on Thursday.  Our own Cybersecurity expert, Mr. Allen Stubblefield wrote of their visit, 

“We thoroughly impressed the representatives from Univ of Alabama (Huntsville) and Dark 

Enterprises during their visit on May 5. Troy was the 5th and final high school that they 

reviewed over the past 3 weeks. We were "definitely the most mature [well developed] 

cybersecurity high school program we have seen or heard of. You have solved the problem of 

accessing practice materials by using the cloud - nobody else has even thought of this."  It 

sounds like we had a very good visit and there is definitely a need for more cybersecurity 

programs out there with a 600,000 person shortfall in the industry!
