Principal’s Commencement Address

Good evening Troy Family!

Thank you to all of you who have joined us tonight both in person and streaming online as we
celebrate our Troy High School Class of 2024!

We are here today to not only celebrate the Class of 2024’s accomplishments over the past four
years, but we are also here to mark the end of one chapter and moving to the next in the lives of
our graduates tonight. High school is a formative time. For all of us, the classes and teachers we
had, the lessons learned, the friends made, the sports played and watched, the clubs joined, the
dances attended, the failures from which we learned, the challenges overcome, the successes, all
of these are the shared experiences in high school woven together that will last an entire lifetime,
and probably longer, as the stories get passed on to family and friends. | still can recall stories
told by my grandfather and my parents about their high school experiences. | graduated in 1986,
and I can tell you about my high school experience, filled with numerous stories that shaped who
| have become today. Of course, with the passage of almost 40 years some of these stories may
be better now than they were then.

Tonight, for our graduating Class of 2024 your time in high school is still fresh in your minds.
Your fellow classmates Gio, Krish, and Jessie wrote of their experiences in their commencement
addresses, and as you listened, | hope took a moment to reflect and think of the times these past
four years at Troy of which they spoke. Perhaps you thought how your own experiences mirrored
or were interwoven with theirs...realizing that this “collective journey” you have all taken is also
a solitary journey, one in which each of you individually have met all the requirements to be a
high school graduate as well as being prepared for college and/or careers. Seniors, all of you are
the heart and soul within this collective journey that makes the Troy experience so meaningful.

I love Jessie’s description of “The Troy Difference. To paraphrase Jesse, fundamentally who we
are at our core is demonstrated by our willingness and ability to come together with a shared
understanding and a mutual respect for one another... and use each of our individual strengths
and talents to teach one another and learn from one another...and we are all better for it.” Itis

our love of learning, of being engaged with each other and our school, and the community we



have continued to nurture and grow. This truly exemplifies why we love Troy High School, and
this is why you choose to come here.

The Class of 2024 also had some amazing things to celebrate for which they can take pride and
much credit. As we returned to school last summer, this class predictably did well on the
California Standardized Test Scores showing our 11th graders performed well above State, and
County averages in English Language Arts, Mathematics, and Science. This class also played a
huge role in Troy posting the highest Advanced Placement scores in six years as Troy students
had an overall pass rate of 90%. Our IB diploma candidates were also strong with a 99% pass
rate on their exams. Cambridge scores were impressive with a 96% pass rate.

Tonight is also a special night for students in Cambridge. In 2020, Troy began a new program
during the depths of the COVID pandemic, called the Cambridge Advanced International
Certificate of Education or AICE diploma. This international diploma is based upon college-
level curriculum, and tonight we are graduating our first cohort of Cambridge AICE diploma
candidates. Currently, in the United States, Troy is the only school in which students have
completed their academic requirements for the AICE diploma with only AS and A-Level
examinations! Our 35 AICE Diploma candidates combined with our 38 International
Baccalaureate Diploma candidates between the two programs give Troy a total of 73
International diploma candidates this year. There are not many schools in the United States with
more International Diploma candidates than Troy.

This is the last year of the Freeway League’s existence, and our athletes left everything on the
fields, courts, and tracks. We had tremendous success in each season, and earned Freeway
League Championships. In the Fall, our Football team beat La Habra High School for the first
time in 17 years and earned their part of the Freeway League Championship. In the Winter
Season, Troy senior, Mattrina Ifopo-Aisea earned our first ever female CIF championship in
Wrestling, Girls’ Soccer won the League Championship, and Girls Water Polo went to the CIF
Final. In the Spring, Boys’ Swim and Dive, Boys’ Tennis, and Girls Track & Field won Freeway
League Championships.

Our Visual and Performing Arts Programs had another amazing year, showcasing the talents of
our students. Who can forget the plays, musicals, band, orchestra, and choir concerts and

performances? Our students have never been better, and some are performing here tonight.



Clubs are a big part of Troy High School with over 100 different clubs. This year our Troy
FBLA took 3rd place overall in the State championship and are headed to Nationals in June. Our
Speech and Debate went to the State championship and performed well. Last weekend our
Science Olympiad team, in the National Championship finished 3rd place, an outstanding result
after having won the State Championship for a 29th time! Troy’s Red Cross club over the course
of the year collected 463 units of blood, and our students were crucial by donating when blood
supplies were low. This was a truly lifesaving gift for others and impacted so many lives beyond
those receiving blood.

Our NJROTC, led by our seniors has been resurgent this year and did something they have never
done, when they won the first ever National championship in the JROTC All-Service Aerial

Drone Championship. Also for the first time ever, Troy’s NJROTC won the National
Championship in the NJROTC Academic, Athletic & Drill Championship competition, held in
Florida.

Seniors, you have done the work, and with you through this journey every step of the way have
been your teachers. By this | mean your parents, family, Troy Teachers, coaches, and fellow
students, all have been critical to your success and have supported you throughout the journey.

In the Fall our graduates will be attending some outstanding colleges universities, this is not an
exhaustive list, but among them we have students who will be attending Stanford, Harvard, Yale,
Oxford, Princeton, Columbia, MIT, Cal Tech, Brown, Cornell, Dartmouth, University of
Pennsylvania, Embry Riddle, Harvey Mudd, APU, Fullerton College, Rutgers, Purdue, Carnegie
Mellon, NYU, the UC’s... Berkeley, Riverside, Santa Cruz, Los Angeles, Merced, Santa
Barbara, Irvine, and San Diego. The Cal States, Fullerton, Los Angeles, Pomona, San Luis
Obispo, San Diego. Military service academies, Air Force Academy and Naval Academy round
out this list.

It is clear the Class of 2024 is ready to begin the next chapter of their lives. Yesterday evening
during our Reflections and Senior Awards, Troy History Chair, and 1982 Troy alum, Mr. Rich
Liem expressed his confidence in the Class of 2024, his hopes for the future and what this class
will accomplish. Mr. Liem encouraged all of you to continue building upon what you have
learned throughout the past four years. He reminded you that like him, all of you are Warriors for

life. You know how to get things done, and you know how to Fight strong like a Warrior!



Graduates, is your responsibility to apply what you have learned and use your knowledge to
change our world, a world that needs the right kind of change inspired by your values of
kindness, appreciation, love, humility, tolerance, confidence, acceptance, learning, and
leadership, supported by your shared experiences these past four years. This is who you are.
From our entire Troy High School Family, we are proud of you and look forward to what you
will accomplish for decades to come!
